General Membership Meeting

April 21, 2001

Minutes
1) Call to Order.  The General Membership meeting of the Virginia Volkssport Association was called to order by President Fred Lopez at 1:07 PM at the Amelia Presbyterian Church in Amelia, Virginia. Appreciation extended to Dee Schrum and Len Moyer of the Lee Lepus Volksverband Club for arranging the meeting facility and the great walk before our meeting.
  

2) Officers Present:  Fred Lopez, President; Gin Armacost, Treasurer; and Diane Evans, Secretary.

Club Delegates: Jim Geith, Pentagon Pacesetters; Bob Wright, Loudoun Walking Club; Dee Schrum, Lee Lepus Volksverband; Shirley Boyd, Peninsula Pathfinders; Annette Tollett, Walking Scouts; Nancy Stenger, Wood & Dale Wanderers; Ed Grant, Gator Volksmarsch Club. 

3) Approval of Minutes.  General Membership Meeting, March 3rd 2001. Page 1, add to the Treasurer’s Report: “A check for $100 written on March 27, 1999 to the Mt. Olivet United Methodist Church Men’s Club was never cashed. Those present agreed that the old check should be voided from the VVA financial records and that a new check should be issued. The check was written and signed immediately. Bob Wright was given the new check to deliver to the Mt. Olivet United Methodist Church Men’s Club.” 

Minutes were approved as amended.

4) Treasurer’s Report.  The treasurer’s report was read and filed.

5) Unfinished Business.
a) Year Round Events
Participation figures are 10 participants at each of the YREs for the first quarter 2001.

b) Virginia County Seasonals
The four new Virginia County Seasonal events are online and 21 individuals have registered by mail. Not all 21 are doing all 4 events. Have also sold 2 Virginia County t-shirts. Fred recommended the clubs give some thought to whether we want to continue the seasonals for next year and if the general consensus is to continue then we need to decide which counties.

c) VVA Awards
Award preparation in progress. Awards might possibly be ready on May 26, 2001 at the RD Meeting/Election in Laurel, MD.

d) YRE Participation
Participation totals for the VVA sponsored YREs in 2000 higher than the 1999 participation totals. Lexington increased by 20% and Roanoke increased by 10%.  Charlottesville participation lower in 2000 compared to 1999 due to bus tour at end of the year which helped boost the 1999 figures. Fred expressed thanks to those in attendance for supporting the YREs in 2000.

e) IVV Award
Award approved at the IVV meeting will be presented in Lebanon, PA on April 28th.

f) Nominating Committee
Jim Geith, VVA Nominating Committee Chair, reported the incumbent Vice President, Treasurer and Secretary have expressed their desire to continue in office. Fred Lopez then expressed his desire to also continue in office. Anyone interested in running for a VVA position should submit their name, address and phone number to Jim Geith by 7/1/01.

g) Japanese Trans-America Walk
Fred Lopez and Marshall Hansen walked to Fletcher’s Boat House with the Japanese walking delegation. At that point 2 members of the C&O Association joined the group and planned on walking with them for 3 days. Wreath laying ceremony went well.

h) RD Election and Meeting
Election and meeting is May 26th at 1PM. Club Presidents are the only ones who can vote unless they have completed a proxy and submitted to Bill Guion. Clubs must be in good standing in order to have a vote.

i) 2001 1st Quarter Reports for YREs
Clubs need to submit the 1st Quarter Reports for all their hosted YREs by the end of the month or they will not be considered “in good standing” when National performs a snapshot check on May 14th.

j) AVA President’s Walk in Culpeper VA
Scheduled for May 12th. Workers are needed so if you can volunteer contact Nancy Stenger. She will be doing a worker’s walk and volunteers are welcome to join her. There will be a local volunteer group selling food items the day of the event.

k) Strasburg VA – Shenandoah County Walk 

On May 27th the VVA will be at the Mid-Atlantic Walking Association’s event in Strasburg VA (Shenandoah County) with registration materials and the stamp for the 5 seasonals in nearby counties. If you have not pre-registered by mail you can register in person at the Strasburg event. Dinner reservations (VVA Gourmet Society) have been made at Hotel Strasburg for Sunday evening. Please notify Fred Lopez if you wish to join us that evening.

l) Convention 2005
There is a meeting scheduled tomorrow, April 22nd, in Hagerstown MD to discuss the Atlantic Region’s bid to host the 2005 convention. There will be a presentation by the Hagerstown Convention Center and a tour of the Ramada Inn following a complementary lunch provided by the Ramada Inn. Bob Wright will also be presenting information on the Xerox Training and Conference Center in Leesburg, VA as an alternative venue for the 2005 convention.

7) New Business.            

a) Candidates for National Office
Fred Lopez distributed campaign statements from Joan Lampart and Victor Shaff.

b) VVA Website
Bob Wright discussed the VVA website and the need to update the schedule, etc. Nancy Stenger indicated she would most likely be working on it in the immediate future. Jim Geith reminded those present of a motion approved in 1999 requesting each club to donate $10 to cover the cost and maintenance of the website and felt it was time again for clubs to fund the operation of the website. Discussion ensued as to whether all clubs could afford $10 and the cost benefit to the clubs. Motion approved requesting clubs to donate $10 or more for the operation of the VVA website.

c) Election for Atlantic Region Director
Voting by ballot for Atlantic Region Director was held. VVA instructed to vote for Joan Lampart.

d) Date of future Regional Director Elections  
Ballot was prepared based on report made by Ron Bowers, Atlantic Region Director, at the December General Membership meeting in Williamsburg, VA. Recent mailing from Ron Bowers indicated a discussion would take place at the May 26th meeting on this subject. Discussion ensued as to the benefits and ramifications of such a scheduled meeting to the exclusion of any other walk in the region except for a night walk which would not be in conflict with the scheduled election meeting. Consensus was to let the VVA delegate vote his conscience based on the discussion held at the Regional Director meeting. Club delegates in attendance can also voice their opinion to the VVA Delegate before the vote if the discussion leads to a motion and vote.
e) National Officer Elections
There will be a short VVA meeting at the Regional Director Election meeting on May 26th to determine the VVA’s vote for National Officers at the AVA’s June Biennial Convention in Bellevue WA.

f) Remaining VVA Meetings in 2001
3rd Quarter meeting is tentatively scheduled for September 22, 2001 at the Northern Virginia Volksmarchers event in Vienna VA. Diane Evans will contact Club President, Tom Andrew, to see if the meeting can be held at the start/finish point or another location nearby. Details to follow.

4th Quarter meeting is scheduled for December 8th at 1:30 PM at the annual Peninsula Pathfinders event in Williamsburg, VA. Election of VVA officers will take place at this meeting.

8) Other Business.
a) Club Reports
Peninsula Pathfinders, Shirley Boyd: Next event includes both a walk and a swim on June 2nd, National Trails Day, at the Tazewell Fitness Center in Williamsburg VA; future events include July 21st at the Mariner’s Museum in Newport News (will utilize the Nolan Trail), club’s annual picnic and walk on August 18th in Yorktown, as well as, the annual Christmas walks in December. Club has scheduled a walk on May 4th, 2002, in conjunction with the traveling Vietnam Veteran Memorial Wall’s visit to Hampton. 

Lee Lepus Volksverband, Dee Schrum: Next event is on October 20th at Fort Lee. Event includes access to the Quartermaster Museum and the new Women’s Army Museum.

Loudoun Walking Club, Bob Wright: Next event is on May 19th in conjunction with Habitat for Humanity in Leesburg; future events include: June 2nd National Trails Day event at Claude Moore Park; September 29th in Lovettsville in conjunction with the town’s Oktoberfest; October 13th at Tarara Winery located between Leesburg and Frederick, MD and will include wine tasting. Club focuses on getting people out walking in Loudoun County.
Walking Scouts, Annette Tollett: Next club event is September 22nd at the American Legion in Hampton. Trail includes the Chesapeake Bay Area and old Hampton.
